SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION ON THE APPLICATION FOR A DETERMINATION OF WHETHER A TELEVISION PROGRAMME SERVICE PRIMARILY TARGETS 

HONG KONG UNDER THE BROADCASTING ORDINANCE (Cap. 562)
	Who may apply



	1.
	Under section 12(1) of the Broadcasting Ordinance, a licensee (including a person seeking to be a licensee) shall, before providing a television programme service in or from Hong Kong, make an application in the specified form to the Communications Authority (CA) for a determination of whether or not the service would, if provided, primarily target Hong Kong.



	Definition of a “television programme service”


	2.
	A “television programme service” is defined in section 2(1) of the Broadcasting Ordinance.  Under section 12(7) of the same ordinance, a “television programme service” includes any part of a television programme service.



	Information to be provided



	3.
	The applicant is required to complete the specified form (OFCA SF0001 (12)) for the application of a determination of his service by the CA in the English or Chinese language and submit the form to the CA together with the required information and documents.



	4.
	The CA may request the applicant to provide additional information by a specified deadline and such statements and representations so provided will form part of the application.


	Consideration of applications



	5.
	Section 12(6) of the Broadcasting Ordinance provides that in determining whether or not a television programme service primarily targets Hong Kong, account shall be taken of, but not limited to, the following matters :-



	
	(a)
	whether the service covers Hong Kong;



	
	(b)
	whether the sources of advertising and subscription revenues, where applicable, of the services are derived principally from Hong Kong;



	
	(c)
	the language of the service and the nature and size of the audiences targeted by the service; and



	
	(d)
	whether the service is actively marketed in Hong Kong by the licensee or by a third party on its behalf.



	Further determination



	6.
	Notwithstanding a determination has been made by the CA in connection with an application, the CA may make further determination(s) on whether or not the television programme service provided by a licensee would or does, primarily target Hong Kong.  Under section 12(4) of the Broadcasting Ordinance, the CA may make new determination(s) whenever it ceases to be of the opinion that gave rise to its old determination(s).  The CA shall, before making a further determination, give the licensee concerned a reasonable opportunity to make representations to the CA and take into account such representations in accordance with section 12(5) of the Broadcasting Ordinance.
