Report on Local Productions

For the period from 12 May 2017 (service launch of the integrated Chinese channel) to
31 December 2017 (“Year 2017"), Fantastic TV broadcast a total of 2599.5 hours of
Local Productions (excluding repeats) with an average of 78.1 hours per week, which
have surpassed the committed level specified above. The weekly broadcast hours of
Local Productions in Year 2017 are set out below.

All programmes on Fantastic TV Chinese Channel are broadcast in HD format® since
service launch. In Year 2017, a total of 5616 hours of HD broadcast, representing
100% of the total output of the channel, were provided.

Report on Independent Local Productions

The Licensee has recently acquired over 200 hours of Independent Local Productions
including drama series, travelogues, talk shows, variety shows and documentaries.

With the latest acquisitions, regular broadcast of independent local productions will be
made possible and Fantastic TV shall be able to surpass the commitment to provide
on its integrated Chinese channel 20 hours of such programmes per year by the
second year of service launch.

In Year 2017, less
than 5% of all programmes provided on Fantastic TV Chinese Channel were up-converted from SD sources to fulfill the resolution
requirement for HDTV.
